Mayor’s Message

It is a great honour to have been selected as Town Mayor for a second time giving me the opportunity to promote
Sevenoaks and to catch up with the many volunteers who help to make Sevenoaks the kind of place I like to live in.

My charities for the year are The New School at West Heath, which educates children with special needs, and
Spring House which provides practical and emotional support to families. You may not know very much about
either charity and I would like to take this opportunity to tell you a little about the excellent work they do in the
community.

The New School at West Heath
The New School at West Heath is an Independent School catering for a diverse range of needs for boys

and girls aged 11-19, many of whom have emotional and social communication difficulties. Although a
fee paying school, fund raising pays for those children with special needs whose parents cannot afford
the fees.

The children who attend this school come from all walks of life and have been emotionally damaged by
abuse, bereavement, bullying or other trauma. The aim of the school is to rebuild their lives through
education. On arrival at West Heath, each child is assessed and a time-table of support is prepared. This
may include time with a Cognitive Behavioural Therapist, Counsellor, Speech and Language Therapist,
or relaxation and holistic therapy techniques. The children are also prepared for GCSE and “A” level
examinations.

In this caring environment, the children thrive both personally and academically. The excellent work
carried out by Christina Wells, the head teacher, and her dedicated team has been officially recognised as,
in July 2011, The New School at West Heath won the prestigious TES Outstanding Special Needs School
of the year 2011 award.

Spring House
Situated at Sevenoaks Hospital, Spring House is a local well established charity and a Sure Start

Children’s Centre commissioned by Kent County Council to run the centres in Sevenoaks and
Westerham. It is here that parents can receive advice and help with their parenting skills, as well as links
to Job Centre Plus, further education and training opportunities.

A wide range of service for families with children under the age of 5 is

offered to provide emotional and practical support such as access to

child and family health services, drop-in stay and play sessions, post

and antenatal groups, parenting support, young parents groups and

receiving limited funding from Kent County Council to provide

Children’s Centre services, raises funds to cover the additional costs of providing play equipment,

holiday family fun activities, as well as the maintenance and improvement of their building and garden

so that the children and families can enjoy a high-quality play and learning experience.

During the year I shall be organising a number of fund raising events in aid of these very worthwhile charities,
including a golf day, a quiz and a gala dinner, and hope that many of you will be able to join me on these occasions.
